A current exhibit at the Museum of Contempo-
rary Photography (MoCP) takes the viewer inside
secret spaces in Chicago. Photographer Jan Theun
Van Rees captures Chicago architecture in an un-
conventional way.

Where traditional architectural photography docu-
ments structures in the perfect light, from the perfect
perspective, Mr. Van Rees’ photographs use a differ-
ent approach, according to the MoCP website.

His images are from areas that the everyday
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viewer never gets to see. He enters the building —
gaining access to the inside structure.

“In a sense he has made the buildings transpar-
ent, allowing us access to the seemingly chaotic and
asymmetrical service spaces and structural com-
ponents that support the elegantly even exteriors,”
writes MoCP Director, Rod Slemmons.

Mr. Van Rees shows his viewer that what makes a
city is not just what can be seen from the outside.

“A city is what holds those structures up, what

gives them their daily impact and long-term author-
ity. It is the people that designed and built them and
people that work and live inside them,” continued
Mr. Slemmons. It is this unseen world that Mr. Van
Rees shows his viewers.

The exhibit, One Wall Away: Chicago'’s Hidden
Spaces, will be on display until January 13 and is
free and open to the public. The Museum of Con-
temporary Photography is located at 600 S. Michi-
gan Ave.
